CLOVER MIX

The grass is already in this mix. High quality Fall Dormancy
2 Alfalfa with Timothy assures timely dry down with quality
you can count on.  Grass with alfalfa often yields more than
alfalfa alone.  Grass in alfalfa stands with good fall growth
can protect alfalfa crowns from winter injury by holding
more snow right in the stand.

• 70% Ultralac Alfalfa
• 30% Climax Timothy

This clover mix has been developed for our farmers on
heavy ground, modified with some grass so baling can be
an option.  Canadian produced seed in this mix will result in
excellent winter hardiness.  Just be sure to harvest no later
than September 1 at 8-10 inches of height, regardless of
abscence or presence of bloom.

• 60% Ojibwa Med. Red Clover
• 20% Alsike
• 20% Climax Timothy

Accuracy in the measuring of hay in a mow is very difficult to obtain
on account of the great variation in settling.  Therefore, the quantity
in a mow can only be approximately ascertained by measurement.

It takes appoximately 512 cubic feet for a ton of timothy or light
mixed hay in a mow where same has been weighed down by grain or
other feed and has had ample time to cure outcure outcure outcure outcure out and settle.

Or 540 cubic feet where same has not been weighed down but has
had time to settle by its own weight.

But in case of clear clover or bulky hay or where hay has not been
settled same to be estimated accordingly.
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SPECIAL TY SEEDS

BROWN MID-RIB SOR GHUM SUD AN

Livestock weight gain significantly higher when switched to
this highly palatable super tonnage forage.  The BMR gene
reduces lignin content in the entire plant, resulting in more
digestible body building nutrients.  Graze , chop or round
bale.  Seed at 15 lbs. per acre in 20” to 30” rows.  Seed at
25 lbs. per acre in 6” to 20” rows.  Broadcast at 40 lbs.
per acre.

WILDLIFE SEED CORN

Many food plot managers in remote wilderness areas of
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Michigan & the Dakotas, add corn
stands as feed and habitat.  Corn in stands can be a cold
season attractant, providing needed energy.  Sold in 10 lb.
units, which plants an acre in either conventional or
Gyphosate tolerant varieties.

EARL Y MA TURIN G GRAIN SOR GHUM

Traditionally used as upland gamebird feed and cover.  Pheas-
ants thrive on this type of feed and habitat.  Game bird farm
managers rely on this cover to establish wild birds in new
environments.  Grows up to 4 feet tall.  Plant 15 lbs. acre.

SAL T GRASS

A saline tolerant grass used as a standard for roadside and
ditch mixes experiencing salt run-off from ice control.  Ex-
pect salt grass to survive these adverse conditions and aid
in erosion control too!

CROWN VET CH

Beekeepers prefer crown vetch for honey production.  We
inoculate this seed which is considered mandatory by most
growers.  Plan on a full growing season to establish crown
vetch.  Most commonly used for long-term erosion con-
trol.  Seeding rates vary, depending on angle of grade and
nurse crop.
