Matures in 80 days,
producing one of the largest ears of any variety.  9” long
and over 2” in girth.

 A late 84 day maturing sweet corn with an above average
sugar content of 35%.  Plan on eating corn all season with
this one.  Count on a good standing stalk in 18” rows.

MIRA CLE SWEET C ORN
YELL OW

 The shortest stalk available in most sweet corns sold to-
day.  Matures in 83 days so it looks like all the growth and
energy go right to the ear.  Look for cobs as big as 9 1/2”
long by 2” around.

The grass
and canola are attractive and good cover with visits after
freezing to the canola.  Seed at 20 lbs. per acre.

A great dual purpose planting results here with this nutrtious
waterway seeding to attract turkeys.  A good level of
birdsfoot trefoil along with grasses and clover with alfalfa,
controls eroision, manage erosion, attract turkeys  and even
harvest a hay crop, are all benefits of this food plot mix.
Seed at 30 lbs. per acre.

LOWL AND TREA T CLOVER BLEND

Formulated with all clovers so you can add a food plot to
low wet areas, developing a food plot in underutilized ar-
eas.  An added benefit is the addition of organic material to
build the soil and tilth if plowed down.  Seed at about 20
lbs per acre.

NORTHERN PREMIUM MIX

Canola works like a nurse crop to the underseeded clover
and chicory.  The brassicas in this mix are a great food plot
to hunt over for both bow and gun hunters.  Seed this one
at 25 lbs per acre.

GAMEBIRD FEAS T

Upland gamebirds will utilize this legume grass mix as an
alternative food source in established habitats.  Seed at 30
lbs. per acre.

MEGA BUC K A UTUMN SEED MIX

Bowhunters seed this crop in August to get a good look at
their next trophy.  Expect regular repeat visits to your plush,
succulent and nutritious food plot right throuhg gun sea-
son.  We combine winter grain with a brassica to keep them
coming in.  Seed at 50 lbs. per acre.

BRASSICAS

PURPLE TOP TURNIPS

A nutritious fall attractant for deer as the foliage freezes,
concentrating sugars and becoming very palatable.  Deer
will utilize this tubor right into winter as the tubor can also
be dug.  Some food plot managers report food plot stands
with turnips are damaged by this winter digging by the deer.
Seed at 2 lbs. per acre in mixes or 5 lbs. per acre alone.

CANOLA (Rape)

Hard to find this seed.  Plant in late summer as a hunting
season attractant, adding variety to other brassicas in exist-
ing food plots.  Plant heavy in late summer to develop a
lush, palatable and nutritious food source.  Seed at up to
50 lbs per acre in late summer when seeding alone.

SUGARBEET S

Used in Michigan in bait stations where this produce is
readily available from commercial production.  This bras-
sica will offer a unique variety to deer herds in most of the
midwest.  Seed at 3 lbs. per acre in mixes or up to 25 lbs
per acre alone.

FORA GE RADISH

Plant this quick growing brassica in late summer as an at-
tractant for bow hunting.  Produces a lush, palatable stand
that will have continuous grazing visits during bow hunting
season.  Seed up to 15 lbs. per acre alone or up to 5 lbs.
per acre in mixes.

CHIC ORY

The most popular and unique group of food plot seeds available.  All brassicas become very palatable after freezing, resulting
in regular foraging visits of most deer in the food plot vicinity.  Brassica plants have the ability to attract deer during both bow
hunting and regular gun season making this group of plants the single most desirable plant crop for food plots.

The only perennial plant of the brassica family offering an
excellent option to enhance many food plot mixes.  Chicory
will become a great fall attractant too!  All brassicas be-
come very palatable after freezing which causes the plant
to concentrate sugars in the foliage.  Seed at 5 lbs. per
acre in mixes.
